When they are both full grown they’ll no longer fit in your hatchback, so you’ll have to add on the cost of a new car.  £10 - £15,000?  … Of course that’s not the end of it … The back garden probably won’t be sufficient, so you’ll move to a larger house, and bingo! Before you know it the decision you are just about to make has just cost you somewhere between £200,000 and £300,000!!!)
